Emergency Safety Parents

As you may have heard, GCF is phasing out institutional care with children at our
centre and is refocusing, moving our care into the community, and diving deeper
into preventative work. What that means is, instead of having a centre, children who
were removed are instead welcomed into temporary care in screened and trained
emergency safety families in the communities around us. While our team works with
the local social workers to find the best solution for the children concerned, they
remain in these families. Meanwhile, GCF provides the same services as a child at
our centre would have received, such as health care, therapy, occupational therapy
and more. Just in a family environment instead.

Sweden trip

You might wonder, ‘why is Sweden of such importance to GCF?’ The connection has been there from the very
beginning of the organisation’s history, when Monica Woodhouse’s (GCF’s ED) parents arrived in South Africa as
missionaries in 1948. The contact with their home country was maintained and the relations have continued. 

Monica and Anna-Karin Öhrnstedt’s (GCF employee with roots in Sweden) recent trip to the very same country, are back
on South African soil. They had an intense time with a fully booked schedule of appointments with long-term funders
and supporters, presentations about GCF’s work in churches and lovely gatherings with ex-volunteers. New contacts
were created and ideas about possible, future collaborations were discussed.
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
